Family Teachers 

During this rotation you will be paired with one family with a child with special health care needs who has volunteered their time and expertise. You should contact the family during the first few days of this rotation in order to schedule the home and school visit.

· Home Visit: Please schedule during a time convenient for the family.  For many families that may mean a home visit on a Saturday or weekday evening. Family visits in the past have taken approximately 2 hours. 

· School Visit:  Once you call the family, they will coordinate your visit to their child’s school, home based educational program or Birth to 3 program when applicable. Please make sure to discuss this visit during your initial phone call to the family.  The school/educational visits are usually 90 min-2 hours.  

· Therapy Visit: This is not required.  However, the residents who participated in TEAM’s pilot have recommended a visit to the child’s therapy program (PT, OT, or ST). If you would like to do that please let the family know so that they can coordinate this for you.

Family Home Visit Objectives

· Provide experiences which foster an appreciation and understanding of the challenges, rewards, needs, beliefs, perspective, hopes and dreams of CSHCN and their families. 

· To appreciate and understand the consequences of disabling disorders and they influence the CSHCN, families and our communities, finances, family relationships, growth and development, emotions, expectations, roles, responsibilities and the ability to participate in extracurricular activities.

· Provide exposure to the roles of extended “family members” in making health care decisions and implementation of management plans.  (Definition of family: The family is anyone that the family says is the family)

· Provide an opportunity to see children as children first and families as teachers and not merely “cases” to be assessed.

· Understand parental expectations of the role of the primary care physician.

School Visit Objectives

· Understand the key issues related to the potential role of the primary care physician and interactions with day care settings, schools, college based health services and related community agencies (Early Intervention, Camp, Head Start)

· Describe the role of the primary care physician as an advocate for appropriate services in the educational setting

· Describe the role of the primary care physician as a medical consultant in the above settings.

· Describe laws and policies pertaining to the CSHCN in the Educational setting:

a. ADA 

b. IDEA 

c. 504 Program 
· Gain exposure to an Individualized Education Plan (IEP) and an Individualized Health Plan (IHP).

· Describe whom you need to talk to in schools in order to get things done for your patient.

· Become familiar with the forms the physician needs to provide for the child who receives health care services from the school district.
