What is a Medical Home?
A Medical home is:
· A partnership between your family and your child’s primary care doctor

· A relationship built on mutual trust and respect

· Connections to supports and services to meet your child’s and the families needs

· Respect for the family’s cultural and religious beliefs

· After hours and weekend access to medical consultation about your child

· Families who feel supported in caring for their child 

· Your primary doctor working with your team of other care providers
Having a Medical Home is important to the health and well-being of every child, 
but is especially important for children 
who have complex medical needs.
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The term “doctor” is used for ease of reference to any primary care provider, including a physician, pediatrician,

nurse practitioner, physician’s assistant, psychiatrist, or others who are providing a primary health care role for your child.
Tips For Families 
Building Medical Home Partnerships
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   When you visit the doctor’s office:
· Bring a list of questions or concerns to discuss

· Share information on how your child is changing (progressing or regressing )

· Ask about community resources that may help your child or family

· Ask about how you get care after hours
· “Speak up” if you don’t feel you are being understood, or if you do not understand what the doctor is saying to you
· Become familiar with the office staff (Nurses, Parent Consultant, Billing Personnel, etc.)
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You regularly see the same doctor and office staff who know your child and family


The practice partners with you in coordinating care for your child


The doctor exchanges information with you honestly and respectfully as you learn from one another


Your family feels supported in finding resources, for all stages of growth and development of your child


Your family is connected to information and parent support 


Your Medical Home Partnership promotes health and quality of life as your child grows and develops into an adult
